PRE-REQUISITES: Placement into ENGL 1100


COURSE DESCRIPTION:
A common objective of Japanese 1101 and all the Japanese courses that follow is for students to feel comfortable interacting in Japanese with natives of Japanese, whether in speech or in writing. To achieve this objective, students need readiness and accuracy in word choice, grammar, pronunciation, writing, and socio-cultural strategies. These skills make effective communication possible. Most class hours are therefore devoted to using Japanese common culturally Japanese situations, by means of spoken Japanese at first, and then by means of spoken and written Japanese. To facilitate this, in-class work and most out-of-class assignments focus on the preview, analysis, and rehearsal of communicative skills, their mechanics and meanings. The student’s job is to study the audio models and, when available, video materials and to rehearse them thoroughly, so students can recognize and produce them readily when given the opportunity to
do so in class.


COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES:
Begin developing a repertoire of skills for fluent interactions in Japanese.

More specifically, students will:
· Hear and produce the sounds of Japanese accurately;
· Master basic interaction skills, including greeting, inquiring, inviting, asserting, confirming, checking for agreement, evaluating, apologizing, and identifying;
· Experience interactions in such settings as office, school, shops, restaurants, and home;
· Begin to incorporate cultural factors that are reflected in language use, such as hierarchy, familiarity, and group concepts;
· Gain skills for interaction involving requests and expressions of possibilities;

· Understand the basic features of the written language;
· Read items written in Hiragana and katakana;
