COURSE DESCRIPTION:
A common objective of Japanese 1102 and all lf the courses that follow it is comfortable interaction in Japanese with natives of Japanese, whether in speech or in writing. To achieve this objective, you need readiness and accuracy in word choice, grammar, pronunciation, writing, and socio-cultural strategies. These skills make effective communicative moves possible; you need to develop them for Japanese. Most class hours are therefore devoted to the guided making of moves that constitute culturally Japanese situations, by means of spoken Japanese at first, and then by means of spoken and written Japanese. To facilitate such in-class work most out-of-class assignment focus on the preview, analysis, and rehearsal of communicative moves, their mechanics and meanings. Your job is to study the audio models and, when available, video materials to rehearse with them thoroughly, so you can recognize and produce them readily when given the opportunity to do so in class

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES:
Continue developing a repertoire of skills for interaction in Japanese and for performance. More specifically, in addition to Japanese 1101 course objectives you will:
· Learn to handle situations such as making appointments, visiting, joining social gatherings, quoting others, praising, and congratulating;
· Further develop skills for interaction involving requests, directives, expressions of possibilities, comparisons, , expressions of gratitude, and introduction rituals;
· Expand topical areas that you can describe and discuss, including people and family relations, occupations, hobbies, physical conditions;
· Expand your repertoire in using polite forms (honorific and humble), casual style (informal forms), expressions associated with change of state or continuation of state, and new device for referring to information (the んです sentences); and

· Read and write more items written in hiragana and katakana, and simple items written in hiragana, katakana, and kanji.
