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COURSE TITLE: Beginning Latin I
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CREDITS: 4	CLASS HOURS PER WEEK: 4	PREREQUISITES: Placement into ENGL 1100
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LATN 1101 is an introduction to the fundamentals of Latin with practice in reading and writing. It includes selected studies in culture. LATN 1101 meets elective requirements in the Associate of Arts and Associate of Sciences Degree programs and transfer requirements in foreign languages and literature.

Reading: Has sufficient control of the writing system to interpret written language in areas of practical need. Where vocabulary has been learned, can read for instructional and directional purposes, standardized messages, phrases, or expressions, such as some items on menus, schedules, timetables, maps, and signs. At times, but not on a consistent basis, the reader at this level may be able to derive meaning from material at a slightly higher level where context and/or extralinguistic background knowledge are supportive.

Writing: Can write short, simple letters. Content involves personal preferences, daily routine, everyday events, and other topics grounded in personal experience. Can express present time and at least one other time frame or aspect consistently, e.g., nonpast, habitual, imperfective. Evidence of control of the syntax of non-complex sentences and basic inflectional morphology, such as declensions and conjugation. Writing tends to be a loose collection of sentences or sentence fragments on a given topic and provides little evidence of conscious organization.

Listening: Able to understand sentence-length utterances which consist of recombinations of learned elements in a limited number of content areas, particularly if strongly supported by the situational context. Content refers to basic personal background and needs, social conventions and routine tasks, such as getting meals and receiving simple instructions and directions.
Understanding is often uneven; repetition and rewording may be necessary. Misunderstandings in both main ideas and details arise frequently.
Cultural Awareness: Demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the practices and perspectives of the culture studied. Demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the products and perspectives of the culture studied
