COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course presents a general survey of linguistics, with emphasis on five dimensions of the human production and use of language: physiological, grammatical, psychological, social/cultural, and historical. Students learn how their native language shapes their perceptions of self and the world, and how to understand the perceptions of other language-speakers.

1) Demonstrate understanding of the physical processes of language creation.
2) Demonstrate understanding of the grammatical/structural principles of languages.
3) Demonstrate understanding of the relationship between language, mind, perception and values.

5) Demonstrate understanding of the general history of language creation, dissemination, decline and extinction, with emphasis on western languages.
