DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: This is a college level course which will provide students with the fundamental mathematical content knowledge necessary for employment in a diverse array of entrepreneurial fields and skilled professions. These concepts are intended to broaden and deepen students' mathematical knowledge and understanding from a business perspective.  Topics including foundations and business basics, interest, personal finance, and business finance are addressed in a contextualized format using a pedagogy that promotes problem solving and critical thinking through collaborative learning and online tools.
