COREQUISITE: MLT 2800, MLT Clinical Seminar

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course provides students with entry-level clinical laboratory experience in a supervised clinical setting. Students participating in the on-campus program will be placed in one of several clinical affiliates within an approximate 60-mile radius of Columbus. Students will be required to provide their own transportation. Upon completion, students should be able to demonstrate competency in career entry-level areas.

1. Perform routine analytical procedures in Hematology, Clinical Chemistry, Body Fluids, Immunology, Clinical Microbiology, and Immunohematology with accuracy and precision in an efficient and organized manner.
2. Evaluate pre-analytical, analytical, and post-analytical processes within predetermined parameters.
3. Demonstrate professional conduct and clear and concise communication with patients, laboratory personnel, and other health care professionals.
4. Apply basic theoretical concepts to the clinical setting.

· Demonstrate proficiency in the areas of pre-analytical, analytical, and post-analytical processes in all disciplines of the clinical laboratory.
· Demonstrate the theoretical knowledge needed to assure accuracy and validity of test results by clinical correlation and quality control performance.
· Exhibit the professional attitudes and behaviors that are necessary for gaining and maintaining the confidence of the health care community.
· Meet requirement to take a national certifying examination for Medical Laboratory Technicians.

GRADING SCALE
To achieve a Satisfactory (S) grade, students must achieve a 3 or 4 on at least 75% of the outcomes listed on the Clinical Instructor Evaluation of the Student forms. Students must also achieve a Satisfactory on the required tasks listed on the Performance Checklists. Additionally, students must participate in all discussions and submit all required practicum documentation by the established deadline. Failure to do any of the above will result in an Unsatisfactory (U) grade.

SPECIAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS
Students are required to comply with the clinical practicum policies and procedures as outlined in the MLT Clinical Practicum Manual. Failure to do so can result in removal from the clinical site.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
The student will be expected to attend the clinical facility approximately seven to eight hours a day (35-40 hours/week), Monday through Friday, for six weeks. The start and end times will vary by location and may change depending on each department in the laboratory. The student will be entitled to one 30-minute lunch break each day of the rotation.
