DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course covers the requirements for the American Red Cross Responding to Emergencies First Aid Certification including artificial respiration, bleeding control, treatment of shock, and care of fractures. This course includes MULT 1120 content. American Heart Association CPR-Basic Life Support.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
At the completion of the course, the student will have the knowledge and skills to:
1. Perform first aid to maintain life support until the victims of accident or sudden illness are cared for by qualified medical personnel.
2. Recognize and evaluate injuries and illnesses using problem solving techniques.

4. Perform procedures to keep an injured person comfortable and safe from further injury until qualified medical personnel and arrive and take over.

ASSESSMENT
Columbus State Community College is committed to assessment (measurement) of student achievement of academic outcomes. · Exam #1: covers chapters 1-9 of the Responding to Emergencies textbook and you will have 60 minutes to complete the exam.
· Exam #2: covers chapters 10-19 of the Responding to Emergencies textbook and you will have 60 minutes to complete the exam.
· ARC Certification Final Exam: covers chapter 1-23 of the Responding to Emergencies textbook and you will have 60 minutes to complete the exam.
· Exam Make-up: A student may be offered a make-up exam worth 90% of the original points. The student must contact the instructor to make arrangements for the make-up within 24 hours of missing the exam.  It must be made up within 1 week from the date that it was supposed to be taken.  However, evidence supporting the student’s reason for requesting a make-up exam will be required for the exam to be given.  Failure to make arrangements or present documentation to the instructor within 1 week of the missed exam will result in a zero grade for the exam.  A student will only be eligible for one exam make-up per semester.

3) Homework Activities: Each homework assignment is located within the corresponding unit in Blackboard.  
    All homework activities must be completed by the scheduled deadlines.
· There are 23 homework assignments worth 10 points each for a total of 230 points.
