Because the health care industry has many career pathways to consider, this course is designed to help the student explore and understand his/her personal and professional interest as a health professional.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Identify and prioritize factors which influence career choice decisions.
2. Differentiate the characteristics of settings in which healthcare is provided.
3. Differentiate, evaluate and prioritize various professions in the healthcare industry as a potential career choice.
4. Outline the educational programs that are available at CSCC for the possible healthcare career pathways of choice.
5. Develop a personal timeline for the completion of an educational plan to achieve
requirements for a chose career.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS

ASSESSMENT
Columbus State Community College is committed to assessment (measurement) of student achievement of academic outcomes. This process addresses the issues of what you need to learn in your program of study and if you are learning what you need to learn. The assessment program at Columbus State has four specific and interrelated purposes: (1) to improve student academic achievements; {2) to improve teaching strategies; (3) to document successes and identify opportunities for program improvement; (4) to provide evidence for institutional effectiveness. In class you are assessed and graded on your achievement of the outcomes for this course. You may also be required to participate in broader assessment activities.

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
A Satisfactory ("S") is earned by the completion and submission of the following assignments. Each assignment is worth 15 points. A minimum of 70 points out of a possible 75 points is required to pass. Assignments are as follows:
· 'Initial Inventory' of career interests
· Completion of the Myers-Briggs Type Indicator assessment
· 3 narratives describing research into {3) specific healthcare careers. (This counts as 1 assignment.)
· "Reflective Summary'' describing how ideas about a probable career choice has evolved through the activities completed through and by the end of the semester
· Personal Timeline which establishes a personalized semester by semester plan to complete the educational program plan of study for one of the three potential career interest areas.
· No more than 2 absences throughout the semester. Each absence is a 5 point deduction in total points.

GRADING SCALE
Satisfactory: 105-150 points Unsatisfactory: less than 105 points

SPECIAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS
This is structured as a hybrid course. Therefore, students must have access to the internet and the Blackboard course website and the course materials contained within it.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
1 absence is allowed with no penalty. Each absence beyond this 1 'allowed' absence will result in a 5 point deduction in total course points. Therefore, a student may miss only 2 class sessions for a grade of 'Satisfactory'.

Documentation of the interview has to be submitted on Blackboard with the “Interview Questions and Answers Sheet” (15pts) located under the ‘Our Classroom’ tab in blackboard within the ‘Informational Interview’ folder.
