DESCRIPTION OF COURSE This course focuses on the purpose, models and applicability of Integrated Healthcare (IHC). Students will examine the rationale for IHC. Focus on IHC models, funding, and exploration of the correlation between mental health and/or substance use issues and physical health problems. Students will learn and apply skills to work effectively with people with healthcare issues. This course must be completed with a 'C' or higher.
