Introduction to the fundamentals of keyboard technique combined with the development of music reading and basic aural skills. This course is for those without prior keyboard experience.

· Students will demonstrate proficiency in technical exercises, including major/minor scales and arpeggios, demonstrating a fundamental level of technique. - The student will perform intervals, chords, and arpeggiated intervals and chords with either hand or
both hands together, will play major and minor scales in several keys with either/both hands using appropriate fingerings, and apply basic fingering techniques to unfingered pieces.
· Students will demonstrate the ability to play melodies and chord progressions in major/minor keys, harmonize melodies, and improvise appropriate accompaniments. - The student will play I-IV-V7-I chord formulas in major and minor keys, will transpose easy pieces to nearby/easy keys, will add simple harmonies to melodies, and improvise simple accompaniments to written melodies.

The student will perform intervals, chords, and arpeggiated intervals and chords with either hand or both hands together, will play major and minor scales in several keys with either/both hands using appropriate fingerings, and apply basic fingering techniques to unfingered pieces. The student will play I-IV-V7-I chord formulas in major and minor keys, will transpose easy pieces to nearby/easy keys, will add simple harmonies to melodies, and improvise simple accompaniments to written melodies.
· Assigned Reading: Alfred, Mach, and supplemental pieces, as individually appropriate.
· Assessment Methods: Written examination, attendance, participation

· Unit of Instruction: 9. Performance
· Student Learning Outcomes: The student will perform, in the presence and for the critique of peers, to demonstrate all of the previous learning outcomes. The student will, with insight and sensitivity, offer thoughtful and informed critique of peer performances.
