Continuation of MUS 1103. This course continues the development of fundamentals of keyboard technique combined with music reading and basic aural skills. This course is for those who have taken MUS 1103 and wish to continue improving their skills.

· Students will demonstrate proficiency in technical exercises, including major/minor scales and arpeggios, demonstrating a fundamental level of technique. - Students will perform scales in noted keys, with either or both hands, using proper fingering. Students will identify and execute examples of syncopation, contrapuntal texture, and 2- and 3-part song form. Students will apply legato pedal technique and recognize written symbols for pedaling.
· Students will demonstrate the ability to play melodies and chord progressions in major/minor keys, harmonize melodies, and improvise appropriate accompaniments. - Students will perform chord progressions in noted keys, with either or both hands, using proper fingering. Students will create broken-chord accompaniments, recognize or create inversions of chords, recognize and play perfect authentic, imperfect authentic, plagal, and half cadences.
