Students will work together under the director to create and sustain musical and harmonic lines and presentations.

Understanding of and the ability to perform from a cross-section of instrumental repertory - Students will be able to publicly perform, as a member of an instrumental group, music of various genres, styles, cultures, and different historical periods employing the correct style and performance practices for each
