This is an introductory course within the context of the liberal arts, offering a history of the Western art music tradition from early times to the present, with an introduction to major composers, styles, and representative works. Music will be discussed with historical perspective providing a thorough understanding and the ability to define and describe terms, elements and characteristics of music.

1. Basic Knowledge: Students will examine musical works from throughout the corpus of the Western musical tradition. Students will identify major genres, styles, and composers.
2. Textual Analysis: Students will learn and use analytical systems to describe and understand formal and functional approaches to music creation. Students will use focused listening technics and will examine musical scores and excerpts.
3. Contextual Examination: Students will understand the relationship between the creation of musical works and the values of the societies and patrons of the times and places such works were produced.
4. Breadth: Students will distinguish between historical eras of musical composition by listening and analysis. Students will consider the impact of shifting patterns of power and patronage on the creation of musical works.
5. Communication: Students will understand and be able to articulate characteristics of major genres of music in the Western art music tradition. Students will employ basic musical vocabulary in written and oral communication.
