This course teaches students how to produce music and audio using Ableton Live, an industry-standard digital audio workstation (DAW). Students will have the opportunity to compose music, learn to mix, conduct recording sessions, and more. This course emphasizes creativity, critical thinking, and problem-solving skills within the realm of digital audio. It is a blended course with both online and in-person components. No textbook is required, and software is provided by Columbus State for no additional charge.
