DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course introduces the performance and rationale of nursing skills to the Practical Nursing student. It is a combination of lecture, laboratory skills, demonstration, and practice. Major topics include wound care, specimen collection, airway care, oxygen administration, enteral nutrition, and elimination assistance. Because this is a skills-based course, classroom and laboratory attendance is mandatory.

1. Develop knowledge of the role and responsibilities of an entry-level practical nurse.
2. Develop knowledge of effective communication in the health care environment.
3. Develop knowledge of patient safety, environmental safety, and safety for the entry-level practical nurse in the healthcare environment.

5. Develop knowledge and skills to care for patients with a variety of healthcare needs.
