DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course applies the practical nursing concepts from PNUR 1765 to the care of women and children in the clinical setting. The concepts of critical thinking, communication and promotion of safety and self-care will be applied in practice.

Identify impact of pregnancy on the physical, psychosocial, cultural and spiritual needs of clients and families.
Identify common health alterations occurring during pregnancy and the impact on client and family.
Examine issues related to women’s health and health care economics
Describe normal growth and development parameters in infants through adolescence and commonly occurring health alterations found at each stage.
Evaluate and practice math dosages and calculations.
