DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course provides an overview of the origins, growth, content, and interaction of individuals in social settings, including the application of the scientific method and cultural influence to the following topics: attitudes and attitude change, attribution, social identity (self and gender), social perception (understanding others), social cognition (thinking about others and their social environment), prejudice and discrimination, non-verbal communication, obedience to authority, conformity, aggression, prosocial behavior, interpersonal attraction, and behavior in groups.
COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Describe and assess the basic psychological theories, principles, and concepts explaining interpersonal relations, social cognition, attitude formation and change, group processes, pro-social behavior, aggression, conformity/obedience and stereotyping/prejudice
2. Apply knowledge of theory as well as current and past research in social psychology to situations in everyday life
3. Explain and predict how human behavior is influenced by social factors (e.g., groups, authority figures, in-group bias, gender roles, and cognitive dissonance)
4. Assess and critically analyze theories, research methods and findings (outcomes), and applications developed by psychologists and made available through textbooks, newspapers, professional and lay periodicals, and the Internet
