DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This is a social justice course that surveys developmental change from conception through death. The following stages of human growth and development are covered: conception and prenatal growth, infancy and toddlerhood, early childhood, middle and late childhood, adolescence, and early, middle, and late adulthood. This course focuses on the three global domains of development: Physical, Cognitive, and Socioemotional development. Sections of this course are S-designated Service-Learning classes.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
In successfully completing the course, students will:
· Explain the biological, cognitive, cultural, environmental, and social factors that influence human development throughout the lifespan.
· Critically evaluate current and past research in the study of the lifespan guided by theories within developmental psychology.
· Apply developmental psychology principles to daily life throughout the lifespan.
· Distinguish myths and misconceptions from research evidence regarding human development throughout the lifespan.
· Describe and understand methodological approaches used to study human development across the lifespan.
· Assess and critically analyze theories, research methodology and findings (outcomes), and applications developed by developmental psychologists and made available through textbooks, newspapers, professional and lay periodicals, and the Internet throughout the lifespan.
· Recognize the impact of diversity and individual differences and similarities (e.g., gender, ethnicity, race) in a variety of contexts and developmental stages.
OUTCOMES BASED ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING
For this course, PSY 2340, students are expected to demonstrate the skills associated with the Institutional Learning Goals (ILGs) identified below:

In class students are assessed on their achievement of these outcomes. Names will not be used when reporting results. Outcomes-based assessment is used to improve instructional planning and design and the quality of student learning throughout the college.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
In general, 90% is required for an "A," 80% for a "B," 70% for a "C," 60% for a "D" and below 60% is an "E."
The methods of evaluation are left to the discretion of the faculty member responsible for each course section. The following are suggested, but not mandatory means of evaluation: observation reports, book reviews, term papers, individual projects or reports, group projects or reports, class participation, exercises, computer simulations, verification of service-learning hours and examinations.

GRADING SCALE
At the discretion of the instructor, as long as the service-learning component equates to around 50% of the class’s total points.

SPECIAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS
This is an S-designated course and so students are required to complete 10 service-learning hours in the autumn and spring semester and 6 hours in the summer semester.
