DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course is designed to meet state licensing requirements. It introduces the language of real estate, the economics of the real estate business, and the general practices performed in listing and selling real estate. Addressing the physical, legal, and economic characteristics of real estate, real estate markets, and regional and local economic influences on real estate values, evaluation, financing, licensing laws, and professional ethics provides a solid foundation for your real estate career.

· Recognize the pros and cons of owning investment properties
