This course is an introduction to the language of real estate, the economics of the real estate business, and the general practices performed in listing, selling, buying, leasing, renting and maintaining real estate. It provides a basic knowledge of the real estate business by addressing the physical, legal, locational, and economic characteristics of real estate, real estate markets, regional and local economic influences on real estate values, evaluation, financing, licensing, and professional ethics.

Real Estate Law includes areas of law of concern to the real estate professional practitioner, investors and consumers. Among topics covered are the law of agency, law of fixtures, freehold and leasehold estates, conveyance of real estate, deeds, contracts, real estate management, licensure laws of Ohio, zoning, cooperatives and condominiums. This course meets state requirements for licensure. The State of Ohio, Department of Commerce, Ohio Division of Real Estate and Professional Licensing only accepts course work taken within the last 10 years towards educational requirements to sit for the state real estate licensing exam.

· Knowledge of forms used in a real estate transaction
· Knowledge of promissory notes, mortgages, liens, foreclosure and financial instruments
· Differentiate between a formal and an escrow closing
· Knowledge of the content of a closing disclosure (settlement statement)
· Knowledge of RESPA (the Real Estate Settlement Procedures Act)
· Knowledge and importance of Federal, Ohio and local Fair Housing and Civil Rights laws and Equal Credit Opportunity Laws
· Knowledge of zoning, conforming, and nonconforming uses, eminent domain, building codes and private land-use controls
· Knowledge of Landlord-Tenant and Forcible Entry and Detainer laws
· Recognize and examine the different types of leases and the Ohio Landlord-Tenant Act
· Knowledge of Ohio’s statute of descent and distribution
· Define the terms: real and personal property; real estate brokerage
· Distinguish a clear and accurate interpretation of the laws that affect real estate
· Knowledge of the Law of Agency, licensee’s Fiduciary Duties, and discuss the listing process and explain buyer agency agreements. Knowledge of suspension and/or revocation of licenses
· Compare the different methods of describing real estate
· Differentiate and discuss real estate taxes and other liens
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· Explain the essential elements of a valid real estate contract and other legal forms required by Ohio law and knowledge of the different types of contracts

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS
Lecture (only for traditional live or Zoom classes), handouts, class projects, problem solving, case studies and active class participation (through, for online classes, the DBs).
· This course utilizes reading assignments from the text, Announcements, DBs, summaries, outlines, quizzes, and examinations. The course should be accessed constantly in order to stay current with posted Announcements and discussion board (DB) conversations. Both will help you understand the substance of this course and excel in your career and any exams along the way.
· For college courses, experience shows that breaking up study time into more frequent smaller units is more effective than a few large blocks of time. There are DBs and quizzes due each week. Do not miss those deadlines. Experience also shows that doing these tasks as you study each chapter is more beneficial than just cramming prior to the exam.
· There will be two midterm exams and a final exam (discussed below). The assigned materials, including many highly substantive announcements, will prepare you for the exams -- if you scroll your Announcements, read them and take advantage of their content.

EXAMS (MIDTERMS & FINALS)

For traditional live course sections

Ohio Revised Code Chapter 4735: This Chapter of the Ohio Revised Code sets forth Ohio statutory law governing licensure, educational requirements, practice and procedural rules, and discipline of real estate professional. It is one of the most important areas tested on Ohio’s exam for licensure as a real estate agent or broker. In order that we may study this statutory material, all students must print and read Ohio Revised Code Chapter 4735.
