DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course oﬀers a pracGcal approach to understanding the steps necessary to purchase real property as part of an investment porMolio. Student will use case studies to develop investment plans that achieve ﬁnancial wealth through real property investment. Investment property will include single family, mulG-family and small commercial ventures. It is recommended that the student be familiar with excel spreadsheets or similar soSware.

· Discuss the diﬀerent types of foreclosures
· Discuss REIT’s, Syndicates, Partnerships, and Joint Ventures

· Students will analyze tenant credit report, leases, and evicGon strategy
· Discuss Fair Housing Laws and tenant/landlord rights (ORC 5321)
