DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course is focused on conducting general therapeutic respiratory care procedures in the acute care setting. Modalities include bronchial hygiene therapy and performance of arterial blood gas sampling. Experience with pediatric and neonatal patients will be provided.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to accurately:

1. Demonstrate the ability to gather and interpret the clinical information needed to appropriately assess patients in the acute care setting.
2. Demonstrate the ability to interpret relevant clinical data and apply to selected patient situations.
3. Make appropriate recommendations for further diagnostic testing and/or therapy for patients in the acute care setting
4. Develop appropriate therapy evaluations for acute care patients
5. Safely provide routine respiratory care procedures to patients in an acute care setting.
6. Satisfactorily complete selected competencies in  the acute care clinical setting.
7. Set up, manipulate, maintain and troubleshoot equipment required to perform basic therapeutic procedures.
8. Follow infection and quality care protocols to ensure patient safety.
9. Determine the need to discontinue prescribed therapy based on patient evaluation.
10. Practice infection and quality care protocols to ensure patient safety. 
11. Develop interpersonal and teambuilding skills.
12. Use technology to access the EMAR and document all pertinent patient assessment findings and therapeutic procedures per facility policy.
13. Demonstrate behaviors and attitudes consistent with professional and employer expectations.
14. Demonstrate professionalism through attendance, punctuality and adherence to the dress code policy.

PROGRAM OUTCOMES
1. Demonstrate the ability to collect and evaluate patient data; and recommend procedures to obtain additional data.
2. Demonstrate the ability to correctly assemble, use and maintain respiratory equipment using principles of infection control and quality assurance.
3. Initiate, conduct, and independently modify prescribed therapeutic procedures and recommend modifications based on patient response.

Observation, Demonstration, Application and Discussion of therapeutic procedure performance, Equipment Assembly and Disinfection, Performance of Patient Assessment Skills, Information Retrieval from EMR

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
To successfully complete the course, each of the following must be completed satisfactorily.

1. Adherence to all Program policies and procedures in the Respiratory Care Handbook and abides by policies and procedures addressed in CSCC Handbook and Student Code of Conduct.

2. Maintenance of a Clinical Notebook that is kept current with competency evaluations and required course materials. Clinical Notebook must be turned in at the end of the clinic rotation.

3. Students must satisfactorily complete all required clinical competencies for RESP 1862 as indicated on the clinical competency log. 

4. If a student is unsuccessful on a check-off in clinic the student will receive an action plan from their clinic instructor detailing the reason(s) for receiving an unsatisfactory score. The student will be required to complete remediation for the unsuccessful competency per the program handbook. 

5. Satisfactory completion with a grade of 76% or greater on all graded assignments. Students who do not receive a score of 76% or greater on the initial submission will be required to submit corrections until a score of 76% or greater is achieved. 

6. Students must upload all clinic assignments to blackboard by 11 PM each clinic day unless otherwise noted. It is the students’ responsibility to time manage all assignments into their clinic schedule and submit assignments on time.  

7. All discussion board responses must be posted to Blackboard. See blackboard for additional assignment instructions.

8. A daily evaluation will be conducted by the Clinical Instructor to identify areas of strength and weakness. These evaluations will be used in determining the affective evaluation at the end of the clinical rotation. Students are required to review daily evaluations in the clinical tracking management system.

9. A rating of three “3” or above in each category of the Affective Evaluation is required for successful completion of RESP 1862. Students who receive a score of less than 3 in any category will be required to meet with program faculty. 

10. Satisfactory completion of required clinical paperwork/documentation.

GRADING SCALE
Students must successfully complete all required clinical check-offs outlined above and attain a minimum score of 76% on all course assignments. Additionally, students are required to participate in all discussion board posts to earn a satisfactory grade in this course.

S – Satisfactory (>76% on assignments, completion of all required competencies, and DB)
U - Unsatisfactory
The student must achieve a Satisfactory “S” to pass the course.

Students must upload all clinic assignments to blackboard by 11 PM each clinic day unless otherwise noted. It is the students’ responsibility to time manage all assignments into their clinic schedule and submit assignments on time.  

Clinical Competency Evaluations
Students must satisfactorily complete all required clinical competencies for RESP 1862 as indicated on the clinical competency log

Discussion Board
All blackboard discussions responses must be posted to the discussion board in Blackboard. Late discussion board postings will result in 10 additional service points per each late posting and a zero (0) will be recorded in the gradebook. See course schedule for due dates.
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Students will be required to upload or complete all assignments in Blackboard. Students must achieve a 76% or greater on all clinic assignments. See Blackboard for additional assignment instructions.  

SPECIAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS

1. The clinic time clock will be utilized for documentation of attendance throughout the semester. 

2. Students are expected to attend clinical sites as scheduled and arrive and be prepared to start on time.  

3. All make-up clinical days will be scheduled during the week of final examinations and arranged by the clinical coordinator.

4. Students are required to complete/maintain all mandatory hospital training and online modules. The hospital training and/or requirements may fall outside of the students normally scheduled clinic times. Students will be provided with dates and times of the mandatory training as soon as it is made available. Students who are unable to complete the hospital training requirements will be unable to progress in the program and may receive a grade of “U” in RESP 1862.

5. It is the student’s responsibility to check the course Blackboard site regularly for course related information/updates.

6. All clinic assignments must be uploaded to the Blackboard submission prior to the deadline. Assignments will not be accepted by e-mail. Students are responsible for reviewing assignment submissions for clarity and to ensure the entire assignment was in view before submitting the assignment. 

7. All clinic assignments must be typed or legibly handwritten. If the clinic instructor cannot easily read a handwritten assignment, the student will be required to redo the assignment. 

8. All assignments, unless otherwise instructed, are to be completed independently without collaboration with other students. Suspicion of collaboration will be reported via Maxient.

9. All course materials, including exams, lectures, assignments, and student notes, are copyrighted by Columbus State Community College.
