DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
SCM 2290 is an overview of the major international transportation and logistical regulatory compliance requirements with which logistics managers are most likely to be confronted while either exporting or importing their company’s products. These include U.S. common and statutory laws; regulation of air, motor, and ocean carriers; various export/import documentation; third-party intermediaries (e.g., forwarders, brokers, and consultants); and export and import regulations. Emphasis is placed on developing a company's export management procedures guide.
