DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course provides the science of safe and effective strength and conditioning for youth athletes ages 6 to 17.  This course will emphasize the psychological and physiological development of children and how this affects conditioning strategies.  This course will also explore safe exercise design and prescription based on age and development of the youth athlete.

· Identify the physiological development of children
· Demonstrate understanding of safety guidelines for conditioning youth
· Demonstrate understanding of psychological development as it applies to youth and conditioning

· Identify common injuries associated with youth and athletics
· Identify appropriate fitness testing protocols for youth athletes
· Demonstrate understanding of preparing the youth athlete for physical conditioning
· Design appropriate programs for the youth athlete based on age and sport
· Design appropriate program progression for the youth athlete

INCLEMENT WEATHER OR OTHER EMERGENCIES 
In the event of severe weather or other emergencies that could force the college to close or to cancel classes, such information will be broadcast on radio stations and television stations. Assignments due on a day the college is closed will be due the next scheduled class period. TOBACCO FREE COLUMBUS STATE 2015
As a result of a proposal by the Ohio Board of Regents in 2012, Columbus State became a tobacco-free institution, as have colleges and universities across the nation, including The Ohio State University, which made the change in 2014.
