DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course covers the assessment of athletic conditioning, skills, and functional movement with corrective strategies applied based on test data.  Students will learn testing protocols and data interpretation along with strategies to improve athletic conditioning and performance based on assessment results.

· Demonstrate proficiency in performing appropriate power test on athletes.

· Identify appropriate mobility assessment protocols for the athletic population
· Identify appropriate balance and stability protocols for the athletic population.

INCLEMENT WEATHER OR OTHER EMERGENCIES 
In the event of severe weather or other emergencies that could force the college to close or to cancel classes, such information will be broadcast on radio stations and television stations. TOBACCO FREE COLUMBUS STATE 2015
