DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course discusses the elements of managing sport facilities, including arenas, stadiums and athletic complexes. The course will include methodologies for planning and construction of new recreation, leisure and sport facilities as well as guidelines for evaluating the adequacy of existing facilities. An investigation of the functions of recreation and leisure managers (arts & entertainment) in the design, operation, and financing of facilities. Students will examine the issues pertaining to management of public and private arenas, stadiums, theaters and multipurpose facilities. Management of temporary facilities for special events will also be considered.

· Identify the facilities from ancient origins to present mega-venues.
·  Describe aspects of planning for existing sport & leisure facilities as well as future development.
· Identify all of the required elements of a successful facility system.

· Discuss the legal responsibilities as they relate to sport facility management.

INCLEMENT WEATHER OR OTHER EMERGENCIES 
In the event of severe weather or other emergencies that could force the college to close or to cancel classes, such information will be broadcast on radio stations and television stations. TOBACCO FREE COLUMBUS STATE 2015
As a result of a proposal by the Ohio Board of Regents in 2012, Columbus State became a tobacco-free institution, as have colleges and universities across the nation, including The Ohio State University, which made the change in 2014.
