Course Description
This course examines how various conditions within society come to be deﬁned as social problems. Individual, social, cultural, economic and political causes and consequences of such problems are analyzed with contemporary social science research (i.e., studies in the ﬁelds of anthropology, economics, geography, political science, psychology, and sociology). Possible intervention strategies are also assessed. Problems covered include health and well-being, social and interpersonal violence, conformity and deviance, social and economic inequality associated with poverty, minority status, aging and sex roles, institutional change, and future issues and trends.
Course Objectives
Students should be able to demonstrate an understanding of:
· The process through which social problems are identiﬁed, legitimized, and addressed.
· How the major theoretical perspectives and the scientiﬁc method are used to evaluate and analyze social problems, develop proposals for addressing social problems, and compare and contrast speciﬁc social problems in cross-cultural context.
· The effects of social structure and culture on social policy and the role of social policy in resolving, or exacerbating, social problems
· The impact of social structure in generating social problems, such as structures of inequality, the political system, and the economy.
· The role of social movements in constructing and/or resolving social problems.

Course Requirements Written Exercises - 225 pts
These exercises consist mostly of essay questions. Your responses should cite relevant materials and be treated as short essays. There are three Written Exercises worth 75 points each.
Chapter Exercises - 300 pts
Each chapter has a series of 4-7 different exercises that are worth a total of 25 per chapter. These exercises consist of matching, true/false, multiple choice and other similar questions. The point of these exercises is to 1) divide the reading into manageable chunks;
2) ensure you understand the material you are reading, and 3) enhance the material in your textbook. Some of the questions will require you to watch short videos in order to answer the questions. These videos are meant to enhance your understanding of the topics.
Each exercise may be completed four times. Your score on the last attempt is the score that will be recorded as your grade.
Chapter Quizzes - 90 pts
There are 12 chapter quizzes. Quizzes may taken three times and can be taken at home. The quizzes are open book. Taking the quizzes will help you monitor whether you have a sufficient grasp of the reading material and help you prepare for the exams. Before completing the quizzes, students should read the textbook, complete the study guide and complete the chapter exercises in Our Classroom.
Discussion Boards - 70 pts
The ﬁrst introductory discusison board is worth 10 points. There are two main discussion boards worth 30 points each.
Post Three times: Students must post three times, one reply to the discussion board question and two separate replies to your classmates' posts.
Exams - 315 pts
There are three exams worth 105 points each and consist of multiple choice, short answer, and true/false questions questions. Each exam will be done at home or another place where you have a relaible internet connection.
Course Policies
1. Read: Read each of the assigned chapters. Read the study guide and outline these chapters and take notes as a way to help you remember and understand the material.
2. Watch: Watch selected video clips when assigned.
3. Check: Check your CSCC email account and Blackboard announcements page regularly. Regularly means you should check at least four times a week for updates.
4. Study: Study by highlighting your text and taking notes as you read. Review by using the Learning Objectives, completing the study guide, and going to the publisher's website to complete practice quizzes.
