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Course Description
The purpose of this course is to introduce the student to the criminal justice system as a social institution in society. Students will be provided with an overview of the historical development and functions of the criminal justice system in the United States. Theories of justice and punishment, the emergence and development of the modern police and court systems, and the structure and function of the correctional system will be discussed. The social roles of personal in the criminal justice system, including police, lawyers, judges, correctional officers, and parole officers will also be examined.
 
Course Objectives

·  An understanding of the historical development and rationale of the American criminal justice system
· A grasp he sociological theories of justice relate to the structure and functioning of the criminal justice system
· An understanding of the relationships among and structures of the various criminal justice agencies
· The role of the Constitution and the Supreme Court as the protectorate of the citizens;
· Understand the basic problems facing our society in understanding, coping with, and reacting to crime; and
· Be prepared to take other sociology courses in the field of criminology

Quick Questions (QQs) 10 pts
These are short written responses to get you engaged with topics and writing about the chapter materials.
Discussion Boards - 40 pts
There are three discussion boards worth 10 points each.
Post Three times: Students must post three times, one reply to the discussion board question and two separate replies to your classmates' posts.
Policy Position Paper-40 pts
        For this assignment you will suggest a social policy to combat a specific problem that falls within the domain of the criminal justice system. 
Applied Exercises - 75 pts
There are three applied exercises consisting of both written and multiple choice items Your responses should cite relevant materials and be treated as short essays. There are three Written Exercises worth 100 points each.
Each exercise may be completed twice. Your score on the last attempt is the score that will be recorded as your grade.
Chapter Exercises/Quizzes - 100 pts
Each chapter has a multiple choice chapter quiz a worth 10 points total. The point of these quizzes is to 1) divide the reading into manageable chunks; 2) ensure you understand the material you are reading, and 3) enhance the material in your textbook. 
The quizzes are open book.  Taking the quizzes will help you monitor whether you have a sufficient grasp of the reading material and help you prepare for the exams. Before completing the quizzes, students should read the textbook, complete the study guide and complete the chapter exercises in Our Classroom.
Exams - 200 pts
The exams are to be taken "at home" or wherever you have a reliable internet connection. There are 2 exams worth 100 points each and consist of 50 multiple choice questions. Course Policies
1. Read: Read each of the assigned chapters. Read the study guide and outline these chapters and take notes as a way to help you remember and understand the material.
2. Watch: Watch selected video clips when assigned.
3. Check: Check your CSCC email account and Blackboard announcements page regularly. Regularly means you should check at least four times a week for updates.
4. Study: Study by highlighting your text and taking notes as you read. Review by using the Learning Objectives,  completing the study guide, and  going to the publisher's website to complete practice quizzes.
