Sociology of Deviance SOC 2210

Description of Course:	This course explores the major sociology perspectives and theories of deviance. This introductory course includes the study of the definition, identification, treatment, and management of types of deviance, such as crime, mental illness, alcoholism, and other pathologies.
Goals of Course:	The student will:
1. Define the concept of deviance, including how it varies across different cultures and social contexts.
2. Discuss and apply the various sociological theories that explain deviance, including theories based in the positivist and the constructionist perspectives.
3. Describe how social norms are established and maintained, and how they can lead to the labeling of certain behaviors or individuals as deviant.
4. Examine how power dynamics and social inequalities contribute to the definition and treatment of deviance.
5. Explain how definitions of deviance vary across different cultures and social groups, and how these definitions reflect broader societal values and beliefs.
6. Identify how institutions like the legal system, the media, and educational systems respond to deviance.
7. Analyze the consequences of labeling and treating certain behaviors or individuals as deviant, both for those labeled and for society as a whole.
8. Analyze and question existing social norms and the categorization of various types of deviant behavior, including categories of mental illness, suicide, drug and alcohol use, sexual deviance, the management of stigma, and crime.
9. Identify the various research methodologies used in the sociological study of deviance, including qualitative and quantitative methods.
10. Apply theories and concepts of deviance to current social issues and real-world cases.
11. Understand the ethical implications in the study of deviance, particularly with respect to marginalized or stigmatized groups.
