COURSE PREREQUISITE

COURSE DESCRIPTION and LEARNING OUTCOMES
This introductory course will explore the histories and experiences of ethnic, racial and minority groups in America. Topics which will be discussed include the following: America's Cultural Pluralism; Assimilation and Socialization of Racial, Ethnic, and Minority Groups; Social Stratification in America; Old World, New World, and Third World Perspectives. In pursuing the goals of this course, the student will learn and should demonstrate an understanding of:
· The distinction between social differentiation and social inequality
· The social construction of privilege and inequality by race and ethnicity throughout the history of the US
· The sociological perspectives and theories of racial and ethnic group relationships in the US
· The variability in the experiences of selected racial and ethnic groups in the US, as well as migration patterns and behaviors in the US
· The changing nature of societal reactions to and intersectionality of racial and ethnic diversity
· The impact of prejudices, stereotypes, discrimination, racism and media representations on racial and ethnic groups
· The social, economic, and political implications of changing national and global demographics

Quizzes

Discussion boards
There are 5 discussion boards. Students must participate at least 2x per discussion board session on Blackboard. DBs always end on a Sunday at 10:00pm according to the course schedule. They are accessible 24/7 during their available period. Participants must adhere to the guidelines (see instructions listed under the “assignments” tab on blackboard.)

Activities
There are 4 writing activities. Directions are found in the Assignments folder under Our Classroom. All activities are individual projects, not collaborative. That is, the activities must be completed on your own and in your own words, not working with others.
