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COURSE NUMBER: Beginning Spanish I	COURSE TITLE: SPAN 1101 CREDITS: 4	CLASS HOURS PER WEEK: 4
PREREQUISITES: Placement into ENGL 1101

COURSE DESCRIPTION
SPAN 1101 is an introduction to the fundamentals of the Spanish language with practice in listening, reading, speaking and writing. Course includes selected studies in Hispanic culture. SPAN 1101 meets elective requirements in the Associate of Arts and Associate of Science Degree programs and transfer requirements in foreign languages and literature.

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES
This course is based on the integration of learning outcomes across Interpersonal, Interpretive, and Presentational Modes of Communication. Students will accomplish real-world communicative tasks in culturally appropriate ways as they gain familiarity with products, practices, and perspectives of the target culture(s). Students will learn grammar, vocabulary, and structures to enable them to meet functional performance goals at this level and to build a foundation for continued language learning. During this course, students generally perform in the Novice range, although a few abilities may emerge in the Intermediate range.
In addition, Columbus State Community College's Institutional Learning Goals are an integral part of the curriculum and central to the mission of the college. For this course (Beginning Spanish I – SPAN 1101), students are expected to demonstrate the skills associated with the Institutional Learning Goals identified below:
· ILG #1 - Critical Thinking
· ILG #6 - Communication Competence
· ILG #7 - Cultural and Social Awareness

Students are assessed on their achievement of these outcomes. 






TAG LEARNING OUTCOMES
To be successful in this course, students will be required to meet the following Statewide Learning Outcomes (Learning outcomes with an asterisk are essential):
Interpersonal Communication: Students initiate and sustain meaningful spoken, written, face- to-face or virtual communication by providing and obtaining information, expressing feelings and emotions, and exchanging opinions in culturally appropriate ways with users of the target language at home or abroad. Students actively negotiate meaning across languages and cultures to ensure that their messages are understood and that they can understand others.

*By the end of the first beginning Spanish language course, students can engage in very simple exchanges in culturally appropriate ways on very familiar topics using contextualized words, phrases, a few common idiomatic expressions, and simple sentences in highly practiced situations:
a. Functional ability includes:
· listing, naming, and identifying;
· stating what people, places, and things are like with a few details, and
· asking and answering highly predictable, formulaic questions.
b. Students may use culturally appropriate gestures and formulaic expressions in highly practiced applications and may show awareness of the most obvious cultural differences or prohibitions.
Students are also working towards exchanging information about familiar topics, sometimes supported by highly practiced language, and handling short, social interactions in culturally appropriate ways in everyday situations by asking and answering basic questions.
Interpretive Listening & Viewing: Students demonstrate comprehension of the main idea and relevant details in a variety of live and recorded texts ranging from messages, songs, personal anecdotes, narratives, lectures, and presentations to films, plays, videos, and information from other media sources. By using a variety of listening and viewing strategies, students are able to glean meaning beyond the literal and understand the cultural mindset of text creators at home and abroad. Students reinforce and expand their knowledge across disciplines and cultures as they acquire information and distinctive viewpoints from a variety of media.

*By the end of the first beginning Spanish language course, students can demonstrate understanding of the main idea, as well as a few details, cognates, and idiomatic and formulaic expressions, in a variety of oral texts and media.
a. Students can use keywords and phrases to demonstrate understanding of very simple oral texts and media on very familiar topics, with or without visual support.
b. Students begin to use context clues for basic comprehension.
c. Students use their own cultural background to derive meaning from texts.
Students are also working towards demonstrating understanding of the main idea and some details in a variety of oral texts and media on familiar topics.
Interpretive Reading: Students demonstrate comprehension of the main idea and relevant details in a variety of written texts, ranging from messages, personal anecdotes, and narratives in contemporary magazines, newspapers, and Internet sources to classical literary texts in a variety of genres. By using a variety of reading strategies, students are able to glean meaning beyond the literal and understand the cultural mindset of text creators at home and abroad. They reinforce and expand their knowledge across disciplines and cultures as they acquire information and distinctive viewpoints from print and digital sources.

*By the end of the first beginning foreign language course, students can demonstrate understanding of the main idea, as well as a few details and idiomatic expressions, in simple, short, and highly predictable texts on very familiar topics, with or without visual support.
a. Students can recognize and identify all the letters and diacritical marks in an alphabetic writing system.
b. Students begin to use context cues for basic comprehension.
c. Students use their own cultural background to derive meaning from texts.
Students are also working towards demonstrating understanding of the main idea and some details and idiomatic expressions on familiar topics in a variety of texts. 
Presentational Speaking: Students give live or recorded presentations to diverse audiences at home or abroad for varied purposes using information, concepts, ideas, and viewpoints on a variety of topics, sometimes supported by props, pictures, realia (objects from everyday life used in instruction), or media. Students demonstrate linguistic and cultural competence through academic endeavors, creative undertakings, and artistic expressions. Students incorporate their understanding of the target culture into presentations in a manner that facilitates comprehension where no direct opportunity for interaction between the presenter and audience exists.


*By the end of the first beginning Spanish language course, students can make very simple presentations about themselves and some other very familiar topics using a variety of highly practiced words, phrases, sentences, and expressions.
a. Functional ability includes:
· introducing, telling, and listing;
· expressing likes and dislikes; and
· stating what people, places, and things are like with a few details.
b. Students may use highly practiced, culturally appropriate gestures and formulaic expressions during their presentations.
Students are also working towards making simple presentations on familiar topics using phrases and sentences that they have practiced.
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Presentational Writing: Students write presentations in print and digital formats for diverse audiences at home or abroad using information, concepts, ideas, and viewpoints on a variety of topics for varied purposes. Students demonstrate linguistic and cultural competence through academic endeavors, creative undertakings, and artistic expressions. Students incorporate their understanding of the target culture into texts in a manner that facilitates interpretation where no direct opportunity for interaction between the author and audience exists.

*By the end of the first beginning foreign language course, students can write basic information on very familiar topics using highly practiced words, phrases, and simple sentences.
a. Functional ability includes:
· giving information, listing;
· expressing simple likes and dislikes; and
· stating what people, places, and things are like with a few details.
b. Students may use highly practiced, culturally appropriate idiomatic expressions and basic writing conventions.
Students are also working towards writing short messages and notes on familiar topics using phrases and sentences.
In addition to meeting the above-listed objectives for the course, students must also demonstrate competence in the following areas of generally acquired knowledge:
· Language Control: the level of accuracy and control over certain features of the language and strategies to produce or understand language
· Vocabulary: the parameters of vocabulary used to produce or understand language
· Cultural Awareness: the cultural products, practices, or perspectives used to communicate more successfully in a cultural setting

Students will use possessive adjectives to talk about their family tree 3. Students will use the verb SER and targeted vocabulary to describe themselves and members of their family.
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.
Week 3
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 1: Quiénes Somos y Cómo Somos
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish: 1. Students will use the verb TENER and numbers 1-100 to indicate their age and the age of various family members, as well as various physical characteristics (e.g. hair and eye color) 2. Students will use the verb ESTAR to indicate their health/feelings and the health/feelings of various family members 3. Students will use comparisons of equality and inequality with adjectives to compare various family members 
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.

Week 4
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 1: Quiénes Somos y Cómo Somos
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish: 1. Students will use common –ar/-er/-ir verbs in the present tense to indicate activities that they and others do 2. Students will use the verb GUSTAR to talk about their likes and dislikes as well as the likes and dislikes of targeted family members.
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts. Students will also complete Unit EXAM 1 and Composition 1.

Week 5
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 2: Dónde Vivimos
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish: 1. Students will use the verb HAY and targeted vocabulary to indicate the existence of various items in a house
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.

Week 6
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 2: Dónde Vivimos
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish: 1. Students will demonstrate the ability to recognize gender in nouns and appropriately use definite and indefinite articles, making them agree with nouns in gender and number 2. Students will use the verb ESTAR and prepositions that denote location to indicate in which rooms and where various household items can be found
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts

Week 7
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 2: Dónde Vivimos
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish: 1. Students will use the verb SER to provide detailed descriptions of various household items and of rooms of a house 2. Students will appropriately conjugate common –ar/-er/-ir verbs in the present tense, to indicate activities that they and others do in various rooms of the house
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.




Week 8
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 2: Dónde Vivimos
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish: 1. Students will demonstrate the ability to use interrogative words to form questions 2. Students will also demonstrate the ability to answer questions in complete sentences
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts. In addition, students will complete Unit EXAM 2 and Composition 2.

· Assessment Methods: Mid-term Oral Assessments

· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.

· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish, students will demonstrate the ability to describe daily routines by using reflexive verbs and to compare and contrast personal schedules 
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting. 
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.
Week 12
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 3: Lo Que Hacemos: Nuestra rutina diaria
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish, students will demonstrate the ability to: 1. talk about current, on-going actions, by using the present progressive tense of regular and irregular verbs, 2. what they and when, 3. where they purchase their clothing
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts
Week 13
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 3: Lo Que Hacemos: Nuestra rutina diaria 
· Learning Objectives/Goals: In both spoken and written Spanish, students will: 1. talk about various weather conditions and the types of clothing and activities that are appropriate for each 2. use numbers greater than 100 and months to indicate dates and when events occur
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
· Assessment Methods: Students will complete online and/or in-class comprehension checks that reinforce targeted concepts.
Week 14
· Unit of Instruction: UNIT 3: Lo Que Hacemos: Nuestra rutina diaria
· Learning Objectives/Goals: Students will review targeted objectives presented during the semester and will prepare for final assessments.
· Assignment: Students will complete assigned vocabulary/grammar, listening, and speaking activities and will prepare content for the next class meeting.
