COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course is a continuation of SPAN 1103, with consolidation and further development of the student’s Spanish language skills in the areas of listening, speaking, reading, and writing, as well as study of the Hispanic and Latino cultures. 
This course is based on the integration of learning outcomes across Interpersonal, Interpretive, and Presentational Modes of Communication. Students will accomplish real-world communicative tasks in culturally appropriate ways as they consolidate familiarity with products, practices, and perspectives of the target culture(s) and work toward acquiring new ones. Students will learn grammar, vocabulary, and structures to enable them to meet functional performance goals at this level and to build a solid cultural and linguistic foundation for continued language learning. During this course, students generally perform in the Intermediate range, although a few abilities may emerge in the advanced range. 

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES: 
Interpersonal Communication: Students sustain meaningful discussions (spoken or written) on different cultural products. They will consolidate skills developed in previous courses: exchanging opinions -based both on common sense and academic sources-, expressing emotions related to personal views of the topics, making deductions and stating hypothetical situations in appropriate ways with users of the target language. Students will continually work towards negotiation of meaning across languages and cultures to ensure mutual understanding.
Learning Outcome
*By the end of this Intermediate foreign language course, students can create with language in a number of timeframes and modes to keep a conversation going on a greater variety of topics and handle social interactions in culturally appropriate ways using contextualized structures while continuing to build their repertoire of idiomatic expressions. 
1. Functional ability includes:
1. asking and answering questions about a cultural matter with a more specific level of detail.
1. giving reasons for their answers according to a common referent (for e.g., a work of art, an article, etc.).
1. agreeing with the position of another person and stating an opposite opinion.
1. giving opinion -both colloquially and academically- about the topic in discussion.
1. Students consolidate their ability to make predictions and hypotheses and discuss past events. 
1. Students continue to build their ability to recognize and use culturally appropriate vocabulary, expressions, and gestures when participating in everyday interactions and can conform to cultural behaviors both in familiar and academic situations.
1. Students will also be able to correct their own errors at the intermediate level in a more conscious way.
Students are also working on their first steps towards the Advance level of social interactions. 
Interpretive Listening/Viewing: Students demonstrate comprehension of the main idea and most of relevant details in a variety of live and recorded texts ranging from messages, songs, testimonies, narratives, lectures, and presentations to films, plays, videos, and information from other media sources. By using a variety of listening/viewing strategies, students consolidate and advance in their ability to collect meaning beyond the literal and understand the cultural mindset of text creators of the target language. Students reinforce and expand their knowledge across disciplines and cultures as they acquire further information and distinctive viewpoints from a variety of media.
Learning Outcome
*By the end of this Intermediate foreign language course, students can demonstrate a deeper understanding of the main idea, as well as most details and idiomatic expressions, on a greater selection of topics with or without visual support in a variety of oral texts and media. 
1. Students can use context to figure out the overall meaning in a more accurate way.
1. Students show evidence of increasing knowledge of the target language culture(s) to interpret texts. 
Students are also working on their first steps towards the advanced level in the understanding of live and recorded texts 
Interpretive Reading: Students demonstrate comprehension of the main idea and most relevant details in a variety of written texts, ranging from messages, testimonies, and narratives in contemporary magazines, newspapers, and Internet sources to classical literary texts in a variety of genres. By using a variety of reading strategies, students consolidate and advance in their ability to collect meaning beyond the literal and understand the cultural mindset of text creators of the target language. They reinforce and expand their knowledge across disciplines and cultures as they acquire further information and distinctive viewpoints from print and digital sources.
Learning Outcome 
*By the end of this Intermediate foreign language course, students can demonstrate deeper understanding of the main and secondary ideas of a written text, as well as a greater number of idiomatic expressions, on a wider selection of topics in a variety of written sources. 
1. Students can use context to figure out the overall meaning of unfamiliar words and idiomatic expressions in a more accurate way 
1. Students rely much less on knowledge of their own culture, showing evidence of increasing knowledge of the target language culture(s) to interpret texts. 
1. Students clearly show a solid use of an advanced bilingual dictionary and consolidate their steps towards mastering a monolingual dictionary of the Spanish language. 
Students are also working on their first steps towards the advanced level in the understanding of written texts. 
Presentational Speaking: Students give live or recorded presentations to diverse audiences at home or abroad for varied purposes using information, concepts, ideas, and viewpoints on a variety of topics, sometimes supported by props, pictures, realia (objects from everyday life used in instruction), or media. Students demonstrate linguistic and cultural competence through academic endeavors, creative undertakings, and artistic expressions. Students incorporate their understanding of the target culture into presentations in a manner that facilitates comprehension where no direct opportunity for interaction between the presenter and audience exists.
Learning Outcome 
*By the end of this Intermediate foreign language course, students have consolidated their ability to create with language in various timeframes and modes to make presentations on the studied topics using linguistic structures that they have been practicing. 
1. Functional ability includes:
· giving explanations on a specific topic with certain detail; stating their position regarding such topic; or  making proposals for improving the situation.
· Explaining reasons (telling why one should do or say something).
· presenting comparisons and contrasts in order to make a point.
· making predictions and hypotheses.
1. Students can use a number of culturally appropriate vocabulary, expressions, and gestures, and their presentations reflect a deeper knowledge of cultural differences related to spoken communication. 

Students are also working towards creating with language at an advanced level to make presentations of greater complexity on the topics discussed using textual linguistic structures that they have practiced. 
Presentational Writing: Students consolidate their ability to write presentations in print and digital formats for diverse audiences on the target language using information, concepts, ideas, and viewpoints on a variety of topics for varied purposes. Students demonstrate linguistic and cultural competence through academic endeavors, creative undertakings, and artistic expressions. Students incorporate their understanding of the target culture into texts in a manner that facilitates interpretation where no direct opportunity for interaction between the author and audience exists. 
Learning Outcome 
*By the end of this Intermediate foreign language course, students can write texts in a more independent manner and create with language in various timeframes and modes to write about a greater variety of topics in organized short essays using culturally appropriate textual structure as well as vocabulary and expressions.
a. Functional ability includes:
· writing expository-argumentative of some length. 
· giving descriptions and explanations about the main cultural aspects of topics, including comparisons and contrasts, discussed in the course.
· giving opinions and stating a personal position regarding specific aspects of the topics dealt with.
· Arguing for and against using academic sources to account for their positions.
b. Their writing reflects a much wider knowledge of cultural differences related to written communication. 
Students are also working towards creating with language at an advanced level focusing on a specific topic by creating an essay of some length with a more comprehensive view of the process of writing in the target language. 
In addition to meeting the above-listed objectives for the course, students must also demonstrate competence in the
following areas of generally acquired knowledge:

* Language Control: the level of accuracy and control over certain features of the language and strategies to produce or understand language.
* Vocabulary: the parameters of vocabulary used to produce or understand language.
* Cultural Awareness: the cultural products, practices, or perspectives used to communicate more successfully in a cultural setting.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS
Methods of instruction may include, but are not limited to: lectures, group discussions, films, recordings, demonstrations, computer, and cultural activities. Students will be expected to use Blackboard and other programs to practice, to review, and to complete homework online. Students who do not have a computer at home will need to schedule time to complete activities in a campus computer lab (See here list of computer Lab in campus, locations and time of operation: https://www.cscc.edu/services/computerlabs/ ). 
STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
Students will be evaluated according to their success in five areas of language learning: reading, writing, listening, speaking, and knowledge of culture. Each week, students will be given exercises and tasks designed to strengthen these skills. There will be assigned graded reading/watching guides, quizzes, at least 2 oral presentations (midterm and final) and a final written argumentative essay.

A note about Final Grades: extra-credit for this course will be limited to the co-curricular activities designed by the department faculty (Latin American Film Series; Plaza Pública; L.A.S.A. -CSCC’s Club of Spanish-; Hispanic Heritage Month; Building Bridges) or activities directly related to the Hispanic Cultures approved by the Lead Professor, provided they are accompanied by a relevant reaction activity designed and graded by the instructor following the same standards as the rest of the activities of the course. It is the responsibility of each student to monitor his/her grades from the first week of the term, using the grade center in Blackboard. By midterm, especially in a course of this nature, it becomes increasingly difficult to recover from a non-passing score. 

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE SPECIFIC ASSESSMENTS
Homework Guides: You will complete the guides posted by the instructor before coming to class. They will help you to approach the new material with a cultural perspective and have ideas ready to be an active part of the discussions in class. The answers to your guide must be uploaded to Blackboard after each class. Print a copy for your instructor if you would like to have feedback on your written answers. 
Active Participation in Class: You must attend classes and participate actively in debates and discussions around the topic of the class. You will use your answers to the guide the instructor provided you with but not be limited by it. 
Oral Presentations: You will have one mid-term oral presentations  and one final oral presentation. In both Presentations, you are expected to illustrate the main claims of your proposal using a PowerPoint presentation with adequate images, statistics, and other kind of data. Generally, an oral presentation reflects what has been learned and practiced in the classroom, and they are based on a research topic previously approved by the instructor. Students should also be able to use vocabulary and grammar taught at the previous levels and reviewed in our class (Beginners 1 and 2, and Intermediate 1).
Final Essay: This will be a 2 to 3-page expository-argumentative essay in Spanish based on a topic you choose, and your instructor approves, related to and of relevance for the topic discussed in class. Guidelines and instructions on what to do will be given by the instructor in class. You will be asked to write your findings in Spanish in your own words and mention the sources you used following the MLA format.
ATTENDANCE POLICY
Given the nature of this course and the number of graded activities and quizzes, regular attendance is of the utmost importance. However, whenever a student does miss a class, he or she is responsible for the missed information and for getting notes from another student in the class, as well as asking the instructor for any handouts which were not received. UNITS OF INSTRUCTION
Sample Course Schedule
Language is best learned when presented in a cultural context and practiced over a consistent period of time. Therefore, we will be working within the framework of Latin American Cultural Studies, focusing on a major topic along the semester. This approach will provide students with sufficient opportunities to develop an understanding of cultural perspectives (i.e., attitudes and viewpoints), cultural practices (i.e., behaviors and rituals), and cultural products (i.e., literature, comics, painting, movies, but also social practices like weaving in the Andes). Since the topic of this course varies from semester to semester, the modules will be determined by the Lead Instructor, communicated in the calendar on day one of the semester, and activities will be evenly distributed throughout the semester. However, the calendar will not have less than an introductory module and at least three modules dealing with a different aspect of the topic in question. In the case of Novels, short stories, and feature films, the instructor will assign the reading for each class and supplementary reading material that will help the students to understand the cultural product in its social context. See sample calendar attached. Guides to read/watch/analyze the materials pertinent to the mail topic will be provided so students prepare at home for in class discussions in Spanish. 

Latin American Narratives. The Essay Style of Eduardo Galeano
Course Material Required: Úselo y tírelo. El mundo visto desde una ecología latinoamericana (Use it and Throw it Away, by Eduardo Galeano, Uruguay, 2006. 
Week 1
General introduction to the class (Blackboard display, expectations, goals and standards and methods of evaluation)
Introduction to the topic. Class discussion in Spanish: intuitive approach to the art of narration and its social function. Presentation of the material: Úselo y tírelo. El mundo visto desde una ecología latinoamericana (Use it and Throw it Away. The World From a Latin American Ecological Perspective), essay book by Eduardo Galeano. Introduction of the author’s biography. Reading aloud of “La poesía de Eduardo Galeano.”  
Learning Goals. Student will be introduced to the topic of the course using the maieutic method (learning through questions). Students will also learn about the author’s life and his style of writing. 
Assessement. Diagnostic evaluation of oral communicative skills using the students participation in the debate proposed by instructor.

Class discussion in Spanish of the text “Las venas abiertas.” Support material: use the questionnaire you answered at home. 
Learning goals. Students will discuss the role of Latin America in the world using the essay “Las venas abiertas” as a primary source. They will work on their communicative skills at the intermediate level in the context of academic discussion of ideas using linguistic tools such as subjunctive to expose their opinions and feelings on the subject matter and If-sentences to describe conditioning circumstances and to propose hypothetical situations. 
Assessement. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the student’s participation in the debate proposed by instructor.
Homework due by next week: 
Read “La tierra y los indios” (pages 38-39) and “El maíz” (page 40). 
Answer the questionnaire on Blackboard in Spanish. 

Week 3
Presentation of the general framework of the discussion: Pre-Hispanic Vital Traces.
Class discussion in Spanish of the text “La tierra y los indios” y “El maíz.” Support material: use the questionnaire you answered at home. 
Learning Goals. Students will discuss the relationship of Latin American Indigenous relationship with nature using the essays by Galeano as a primary source. They will work on their communicative skills at the intermediate level in the context of academic discussion of ideas using linguistic tools such as subjunctive to expose their opinions and feelings on the subject matter and If-sentences to describe conditioning circumstances and to propose hypothetical situations. 
Assessment. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the students’ participation in the debate proposed by instructor.
Homework due by next week: 
Read “Dice que tuvo el sol”(page 41) and “Retablo de los indios” ( pages 50-51)
Answer the questionnaire on Blackboard. 
Week 4
Presentation of the general framework of the discussion: Living Memories of the Conquest. 
Class discussion in Spanish of the text “Dice que tuvo el sol” y “Retablo de los indios.” Support material: use the questionnaire you answered at home. 
Learning Goals. Students will discuss the vision of Latin American Indigenous peoples on the conquest of America as represented in the essays by Galeano. They will work on their communicative skills at the intermediate level in the context of academic discussion of ideas using linguistic tools such as subjunctive to expose their opinions and feelings on the subject matter and If-sentences to describe conditioning circumstances and to propose hypothetical situations. 
Assessment. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the student’s participation in the debate proposed by instructor.
Homework due by next week: 
Read “La reveladora historia del rey Azúcar” (Pages 59-60), “Tres edades históricas (pages 60-61)”, “La cárcel y las llaves” (pages 67 a 70).
Watch the Documentary Tambores de agua at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=x5si0m2yklc. Make notes on the following topic: the relationship between West African cultures and the Caribean cultures of Latin America 
Week 5
Presentation of the general framework of the discussion: Traces of African in Latin America I. Sugar: First product massively consumed in the World. 
Class discussion in Spanish of the text “La reveladora historia del rey Azúcar (Pages 59-60), Tres edades históricas (pages 60-61), “La cárcel y las llaves” (pages 67 a 70). Support material: use the questionnaire you answered at home.
Learning Goals. Students will discuss the relationship between West African and Latin American cultures using the in the essays by Galeano as primary source. They will contrast Galeano’s vision with the vision presented in the Documentary Tambores de agua. They will work on their communicative skills at the intermediate level in the context of academic discussion of ideas using linguistic tools such as subjunctive to expose their opinions and feelings on the subject matter and If-sentences to describe conditioning circumstances and to propose hypothetical situations.
Assessment. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the student’s participation in the debate proposed by instructor.

Learning Goals. Students will continue learning about the relationship between West African and Latin American cultures using the in the essays by Galeano as primary source. They will contrast Galeano’s perspective with the vision presented in the Documentary “Revolución haitiana (1790)”. They will work on their communicative skills at the intermediate level in the context of academic discussion of ideas using linguistic tools such as subjunctive to expose their opinions and feelings on the subject matter and If-sentences to describe conditioning circumstances and to propose hypothetical situations.
Assessment. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the student’s participation in the debate proposed by instructor.

Class discussion of micro text in the section “Vistazos” (page. 116 to 119) 
Learning Goals. Students will discuss how modern life is seen from the South América using the in the essays by Galeano as primary source. They will work on their communicative skills at the intermediate level in the context of academic discussion of ideas using linguistic tools such as subjunctive to expose their opinions and feelings on the subject matter and If-sentences to describe conditioning circumstances and to propose hypothetical situations. 
Assessment. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the student’s participation in the debate proposed by instructor.

Prepare the Midterm Oral Presentation (7 min, in Spanish). Use powerpoint to illustrate your presentation. You can use pictures, videos, performances, display objects, etc. Prepare a handout for the class in Spanish. Assessment. Evaluation of reading/listening/viewing comprehension (Reading Guide completed as homework) and evaluation of oral communicative skills using the student’s participation in the debate proposed by instructor.

Prepare your Final Oral Presentation. Group 1 is presented in week 14th, while Group 2 will act as a peer audience. Group 2 is presenting in week 15th, while Group 1 will act as a peer audience.
