PREREQUISITES: Acceptance into the program
CO-REQUISITES: Advanced Med Term HIMT 1121

[bookmark: COURSE_STUDENT_LEARNING_OUTCOMES]This course will introduce infection control techniques in relation to disease transmission and demonstrate appropriate decontamination protocols to eliminate the occurrence of healthcare acquired infection (HAI). Students will be exposed to the principles and practice of the Sterile Processing Technician in identifying hazards of bloodborne pathogens per OSHA standards and the importance of personal protective equipment (PPE) in implementing safety. This course will guide the learner through the process of implementing universal precautions and other Sterile Processing Department (SPD) Safety standards. The chain of infection and elements of transmission will be examined. Proper methods for decontamination, Preparation & packaging, sterilization and the storage of surgical instruments and patient care equipment used in healthcare facilities will be identified. Point of use treatment and transport and High- & low-level disinfectants will be introduced to students. Sterile Processing students will demonstrate an understanding of federal and private organizations affecting daily functions in the Sterile Processing department such as the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), American National Standards Institute (ANSI) and The Association for the Advancement of Medical Instrumentation (AAMI). This course will show students how to interpret Manufacturer's Instructions for Use (IFU). The legal and ethical aspects of Sterile Processing practice will be discussed.
COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
Upon successful completion of this course students will :
Explain the importance of the Sterile processing Technician and the Sterile Processing Department Discuss the process of cleaning decontaminating and disinfection of instrumentation.
Review steps to prepare and package instruments. Recognize Sterilization processes and Storage guidelines. Describe Universal precautions and other Safety standards.
