[bookmark: DESCRIPTION_OF_COURSE:]DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:
This course will provide an in-depth introduction to the role and responsibilities of the Surgical Technologist as an important professional in the delivery of surgical health care services.
Introduction to the surgical environment will include professional responsibilities, legal and ethical considerations and basic surgical environment safety. Introduction to the principles of aseptic technique to include surgical asepsis, scrubbing, gowning, gloving, sterilization, disinfection, and operating room sanitation are explored. Direct patient care interventions to include positioning, prepping, draping techniques, and related operative procedures. Introduction to anesthesia and pharmacological considerations for patient surgical care are investigated. The surgical use of instrumentation and common surgical supplies are investigated. Students will be exposed to lecture, discussion, seminar, and recitation educational experiences all in support of direct patient care laboratory, practicum, and clinical applications in a variety of hospital-based surgery units. Preadmission to the program is required before enrolling in this course.

F. Name, arrange and manipulate, sharps, surgical instrumentation and equipment in the operating room and effectively reorganize them for safety and maximum efficiency in the lab setting.

G. Integrate theories of sterile conscience and critical thinking while exhibiting each role of the surgical technologist and value the opportunity to participate during clinical rotation and distinguish themselves as a medical professional.

SURGERY DEPARTMENT. Patients waking up from anesthesia are often nauseated and fragrances can increase or worsen the symptoms they are experiencing. They can also expose patients to possible allergens in the products that could cause severe allergic reactions.

JEWELRY:

No Rings of any kind are permitted to be worn.  Watches of any kind are not permitted to be worn.
Students are required to adhere to the policy of the clinical facility they are assigned to regarding all other jewelry. Earrings and body piercing, (examples; eye, nose, tongue, etc.)

[bookmark: EYE_PROTECTION:]EYE PROTECTION:

Students are required to adhere to OSHA guidelines and wear eye protection during all surgical procedures performed in the operating room, including endoscopic procedures. They will also be required to wear eye protection in other areas (i.e., central supply - decontamination area) where there is a risk of contact with body fluids. Students disregarding this rule are subject to disciplinary action and dismissal from the Surgical Technology Program.

[bookmark: STUDENT_ID:]STUDENT ID:

Student ID’s MUST BE WORN ALWAYS – even in the lab setting. If the clinical facility you are assigned to issues ID badges you are to wear both badges - always.

[bookmark: ATTENDANCE_POLICY:]ATTENDANCE POLICY:

There will be no make-up labs given by the instructor. Information missed in a lab is the student’s responsibility. It is highly recommended that students attend all lab and lecture sessions.

The student is responsible for notifying all faculty prior to absence from lab.
[bookmark: Before_leaving_the_laboratory,_the_work_]
Before leaving the laboratory, the work area must be clean.

CLASSROOM ABSENTEEISM:

Students are expected to attend all classes. Students must notify the instructor if they will be absent from class. In the event of illness, the student’s absences shall not exceed 3 days in the classroom. If an illness lasts 3 or more days a physician’s excuse will be required for the student to return to class. In the event of a serious illness (i.e., surgery, injury or contagious disease) the student will be required to have a physician’s release to return to class. The Clinical Coordinator, Program Coordinator and the Administration of the school will assess the student’s absence and recommend if the student can continue class. This recommendation will be based on the physician’s release and the amount of time the student has missed and the requirements of the program. A medical leave of absence may be required.
Should the student be absent 3 or more days without a physician’s excuse, they will be formally placed on probation. If another absence occurs, it will result in the student not returning to class.

It is acceptable to leave the classroom and clinical areas for breaks, lunch, and restroom use. Students are to report to their Class or Clinical Instructor or Preceptor before leaving the class or perioperative area for any reason other than the purposes listed above.
Unauthorized leave from the classroom or clinical:
1st offense – will result in a verbal warning and an incident report placed in the student file. 2nd offense - will result in the student not returning to class or clinical before scheduling and attending a mandatory meeting with both the Clinical and Program Coordinators. This meeting could result in dismissal from the Surgical Technology Program.
