DESCRIPTION OF COURSE

This semester students will briefly review all theories and techniques learned in Surgical Technology I and II. Students will be exposed to a larger variety of surgical specialties to expand their knowledge and clinical experience. Emphasis will be placed on the proper use and application of medical terminology, surgical counts, the surgical time out, pharmacology, medication labeling and tracking, and the proper handling and labeling of specimens. The student will work on developing and increasing their confidence, anticipation, and critical thinking during the application of their skills in the operating room.


COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Utilize advanced medical terminology to describe the purpose of the procedure, describe how the procedure will be performed and theorize the result of the procedure for the patient.

Proficiently exhibit and abide by the standard procedure for surgical counts of sponges, sharps and instrumentation in the operating room.

Formulate legal responsibilities associated with foreign body retention and accurately describe and demonstrate the procedures for incorrect counts.

During the surgical time out, participate in the verification of the patient’s identification and confirmation of the correct surgical procedure to be performed and the correct surgical site.

Take part in the surgical time out and identify and relate any contrast in the verification of the patient’s identification or any contrast in the confirmation of the surgical procedure or the surgical site.
Skillfully correlate the administration and confirmation of medications and solutions transferred on to the sterile field. Properly complete the standard practice for the verification and handling of specimens.
Achieve experience in a minimum of 4 Surgical Specialty areas performing a minimum of 90 specialty surgical procedures.

Proficiently perform the 1st Scrub Role and record Surgical Specialty procedures with minimal verbal direction.

(The number of 2nd Scrub Role cases performed will be minimum – none by the completion of this course.)

Work toward a minimum of 30 General Surgeries, 90 Surgical Specialty cases distributed over a minimum of 4 specialties equaling a total of 120 surgeries performed and recorded meeting all case requirements needed to take the National Certification exam.

PROGRAM OUTCOMES

Accurately demonstrate a safe and professional level of practice, skills and knowledge in their role as a Surgical Technologist.

Acquire an understanding of the ethical, legal, moral, and medical standards related to the patient and the surgical team during the perioperative experience.


Perform proficiently and competently as an entry-level surgical technologist in the cognitive, psychomotor, and affective learning domains.

Students will be prepared to take the National Certification Exam administered by the NBSTSA.

Students will be accountable as a medical professional and value the attributions of the Surgical Technologist to the perioperative team.

For our program and our students to meet the criteria set forth in the current CAAHEP Standards and Guidelines for the Accreditation of Educational Programs in Surgical Technology.

Proficiently perform the 1st Scrub Role and record approximately 30 General surgery procedures with a minimum average of 20 surgeries performed in the 1st Scrub Role with verbal direction only.

(The number of 2nd Scrub Role cases performed will be minimized by the completion of this course.)

Accomplish a four-semester minimum total of 120 surgical cases performed, recorded, and meeting the requirements to complete the AAS degree program.

Experience a minimum of 30 General Surgeries, 90 Surgical Specialty cases distributed over a minimum of 4 specialties equaling a four-semester total of 120 surgeries performed and recorded meeting all case requirements and taking the National Certification exam.

SPECIAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS
Shoes -Each student must Purchase a pair of Shoes that are dedicated for clinical use and Worn Only at the Clinical Site. The shoes should be made of a material that can be wiped clean, they should be solid material without perforations to protect against blood and body fluid contamination or injuries from dropped sharps. No backless shoes are allowed they are considered a safety hazard. You could be standing in one spot for long periods of time, plus doing a lot of walking in the surgery department so they should also be comfortable. These shoes are NOT to be worn outside and should be kept in a sealed container or bag between clinical assignments.

Clinical uniform - You are to wear the hospital laundered scrubs provided by your assigned clinical facility after you arrive at the clinical site. Do not wear scrubs home from the clinical site.

Beards - Male students are expected to keep beards and mustaches trimmed, neat, and clean.
Beards must be completely covered in the operating suite.

Nails- Fingernails must be kept short, trimmed, and clean. Nail polish of any kind is NOT allowed. NO FALSE FINGERNAILS of any kind.

Hygiene - Good personal hygiene is mandatory for the surgical technologist. deodorants, mouthwash, breathe fresheners, or mints are recommended.

MALES AND FEMALES: DO NOT WEAR COLOGNE, AFTER-SHAVE, OR PERFUME IN THE SURGERY
DEPARTMENT. Patients waking up from anesthesia are often nauseated and fragrances can increase or worsen the symptoms they are experiencing. They can also expose patients to possible allergens in the products that could cause severe allergic reactions.

JEWELRY
No Rings of any kind are permitted to be worn 
No Watches of any kind are permitted to be worn
Students are required to adhere to the policy of the clinical facility they are assigned to regarding all other jewelry. Earrings and body piercing, (examples; eye, nose, tongue, etc.) Columbus State Community College, the Surgical Technology Program and our Clinical Affiliates are not liable for any jewelry.

EYE PROTECTION - Students are required to adhere to OSHA guidelines and wear eye protection during all surgical procedures performed in the operating room including endoscopic procedures. They will also be required to wear eye protection in other areas (i.e. central supply
- decontamination area) where there is a risk of contact with body fluids.
Students disregarding this rule are subject to disciplinary action and dismissal from the Surgical Technology Program.
STUDENT ID – MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES. If the clinical facility you are assigned to issues ID badges you are to wear both badges at all times.

Lockers - Lockers are provided by some clinical affiliates but not all sites provide student lockers. When lockers are available, students may be asked to share lockers do not leave items in the locker overnight. Minimize the number of items you bring to the clinical facility and take only small amounts of money.
Columbus State Community College, the Surgical Technology Program and our Clinical Affiliates are not liable for any items.

Transportation- All transportation to and from clinical facilities is the responsibility of the student. Students are required to adhere to the policy of the clinical facility they are assigned to regarding parking during clinical hours. The student is responsible for paying any parking fee related to clinical rotation.
Columbus State Community College and the Surgical Technology Program are not liable for any accidents or incidents.
ATTENDANCE POLICY
Students are to act in a professional manner regarding attendance and arriving on time. It is imperative that students consider case requirements when deciding if they are too ill to attend clinical. Absenteeism can result in students not achieving the 120 surgical scrub cases required to complete the program and to be eligible to take the National Certification exam.

Students are to be on time to start the day and the start time should coincide with the clinical facility the student is assigned to. Do Not Be Late. The loss of time in the clinical area will result in the loss of valuable learning experiences, some that may not be available to the student again.

All outside appointments must be scheduled at times other than clinical and class hours i.e., physician, dentist, counseling, other family appointments.

CLINICAL ABSENTEEISM
Students are expected to attend all clinical assignments. In the event of illness, students must notify the instructor and the clinical facility if they will be absent. Notification must be given no later than one hour prior to the time they are to report for duty. The clinical instructor will inform the student of the assigned facilities policy and procedure for a student reporting a clinical absence. In the event of illness, the student’s absences shall not exceed 3 days. If an illness lasts 3 or more days a physician’s excuse will be required for the student to return to clinical. Absent days due to illness will be required to be made up in the semester the absence occurs. Make-up days must be approved by the clinical coordinator and clinical facility.
In the event of a serious illness (i.e. surgery, injury or contagious disease) the student will be required to have a physician’s release to return to class. The Clinical Coordinator, Program Coordinator and the Administration of the school will assess the student’s absence and recommend if the student can continue clinical. This recommendation will be based on the physician’s release and the amount of time the student has missed and the requirements of the program. A medical leave of absence may be required.
The student will be required to provide a physician’s release to be readmitted to the clinical area under the following circumstances.
1. The student has a communicable disease.
2. The student has an open or infected skin lesion.
3. The student has had surgery or has been hospitalized.
4. The student has had an acute psychiatric episode.
5. The student has called in sick the day before or after a given day off. (Holiday, vacation or weekend)
If the student reports for duty injured or ill, the clinical instructor should assess the situation and act accordingly. A recommendation can be made for restricted clinical practice or for the student to return home. If the student cannot safely perform the duties of the surgical technologist, then the student will be required to return home. In that case the day will be considered an absence due to illness and will be made up in the semester it occurred.
Should the student be absent 3 or more days without a physician’s excuse, they will be formally placed on probation. If another absence occurs, it will result in the student not returning to the clinical site before scheduling and attending a mandatory meeting with both the Clinical and Program Coordinators. This meeting could result in dismissal from the Surgical Technology Program.
(The Program Coordinator reserves the right to evaluate each student’s individual circumstance and make a recommendation.)

UNAUTHORIZED LEAVE FROM CLINICAL AREAS
It is acceptable to leave the classroom and clinical areas for breaks, lunch, and restroom use. Students are to report to their class, clinical instructor, or preceptor before leaving the classroom or perioperative department for any reason other than the purposes listed above.

Unauthorized leave from the classroom or clinical:
1st offense – will result in a verbal warning and an incident report placed in the student file. 2nd offense - will result in the student not returning to class or clinical before scheduling and attending a mandatory meeting with both the Clinical and Program Coordinators. This meeting could result in dismissal from the Surgical Technology Program.

(The Program Coordinator reserves the right to evaluate each student’s individual circumstance and make a recommendation.)

Audio/Video Device, Imaging, and Electronic Devices Use
Audio- and videorecording, photographs, transmission, or distribution of class/lab content (e.g., lectures, discussions, demonstrations, etc.) is strictly prohibited unless a student has a Letter of Accommodation from Accessibility Services and has presented it to the course instructor or if the course instructor has provided written permission via the syllabus or a signed form. Authorization to record extends solely to students in that particular course. Transmitting, sharing, or distributing course content onto public, commercial, or social media sites is strictly prohibited.
Photographs, audio recording, and/or video recording during clinical, practicum, internships, or other type of experiential learning experience is prohibited. In accordance with legal and professional standards, regarding patient rights of privacy and confidentiality, students are strictly prohibited from taking photos, audio recording, and/or video recording any information regarding patients or information regarding the clinical, practicum, internships, or other type of experiential learning experience.
Phones are to be accessed during breaks in classroom and lab time. Students are to follow affiliate guidelines for use of Computers, and audio/video devices during clinical. No cellular phones are permitted in the operating room.
Students should also refer to the course syllabus for the course policy on computer, cell phone, and audio/video device use. 
Failure to follow the above standards may result in discipline up to and including dismissal.
