This course presents a study of statute and common law, as pertains to land surveying and real property rights and the methods to describe real property. Current practices, current court decisions and applicable laws and Ohio Surveying Laws are examined and applied to real world scenarios.

The goals of this course are to provide the student with a basic understanding of:
· What a Professional Land Surveyor does and the history of surveying.
· Systems used to research Ohio Surveying Laws and deed records.
· The systems used to describe real property.
· Sectionalized land systems; their history and use in Ohio.
· Legal principles for surveys dividing lands Simultaneously, Sequentially or by Sections.
· Legal principles for surveys of easements and reversions
· Legal principles for riparian surveys
· Ethical considerations Professional Land Surveyors encounter.

QUIZZES

(7) quizzes. All quizzes will be open book/open notes. Each quiz is worth ten (8.6%) of the course grade.
FINAL EXAM
The final exam will cover the entire course subject material and will be open book/open notes. The final exam will be given at the time scheduled by the instructor. The final exam will be used to allow a student to raise his or her grade as they wish or the student may choose to sign out of the final and receive their grade as it stands at that time. The final exam will be open book.
