Students explore literature through oral performance, critical listening and analytical writing. Emphasis is placed on the effective use of both voice and body language in public performance. Individual presentations, including at least three major performances, are required. Video taping of selected projects will occur.

2. Students will perform literary selections using the appropriate delivery techniques.

4. Students will develop critical thinking and listening skills, allowing them to assume an
increasingly active role in evaluating each other’s performances.

5. Students will integrate into their introductions and performances effective verbal and nonverbal communication.

6. Students will be ethical in analyzing and in discussing their performances.
7. Students will view their videotaped performances to measure their development.
8. Students will apply rhetorical and oral interpretation theory to their performances.
