This course is a hands-on introduction to the tools and techniques used in the production of live theatre with an emphasis on the construction of scenery. Students will be trained in the skills needed to work on Theatre Columbus State productions and will build a foundation for continuing their technical theatre education in a university setting.

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Navigate a typical theater space and scene shop using proper terminology.

2. Observe and promote safety protocols in an industrial work environment.
3. Read and interpret ground plans, light plots, elevations, and section drawings.

4. Identify and demonstrate proficiency with basic shop tools.
5. Build and paint common scenic elements for live theatre in life-size and scale model form.

6. Hang and focus lighting instruments.

7. Operate lighting and sound equipment from a control booth.

8. Work and communicate as a member of a production team and a run crew.

9. Support the artistic integrity of a director’s and designer’s vision.

Students should expect that any clothing they wear while working in the shop will be permanently stained or otherwise damaged. Work clothes are highly recommended. Those who wear nice clothing assume their own risk. It is also recommended that those with long hair be prepared to tie it up. Closed-toe shoes are required for any person working in the shop or on the stage. Those who arrive with improper footwear will not be allowed to participate for their own safety.

While presenting your scene change project, you will wear the standard stage technician uniform consisting of all black. Every visible article of clothing from head to toe must be solid black with no visible logos, letters, or designs. Long pants and long sleeves are preferable. Let your instructor know as soon as possible if you have any trouble obtaining a complete set.

[bookmark: STANDARDS_AND_METHODS_FOR_EVALUATION]STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION

Theater Space Terminology Test: 100 points
· Students will be tested on their knowledge of the major parts of a theater space.
Tool Training Checklist: 150 points
· Students will complete an instructor-endorsed checklist indicating they have been trained to identify, safely operate, and maintain each of the basic shop tools.
Scenic Design Package: 200 points
· Students will create and submit a design package for a simple hypothetical set that will include a mood board, concept sketch, ground plan, scale model, and paint elevations.
Building and Painting Project: 200 points
· Students will construct a 2’x2’ Broadway flat, skin it with muslin, size it, and paint it with a wood and brick pattern that effectively creates the illusion of texture from a distance.
Scene Change Project: 200 points
· This is a group project. Each group will use stock furniture and props, lighting, and sound effects to create two distinct and evocative scenes on the stage. They will present these scenes to the class with a theatrical transition between them. Each individual will either call the cues, run the light board, run the sound board, or move scenery on the stage. Each group will execute their scenes multiple times, once with each person in a different role.
Professionalism Assessment: 150 points
· Students will write an assessment of their own professionalism to include safety, punctuality, communication, courtesy, and excellence.
