Students will be assigned readings from the text and/or handouts depending on the tech position they will be filling.

Unit of Instruction: I. Overview of the Theatre Production Process and Assignment of
Production Duties.

WEEK 2
Unit of Instruction: II. Read through and discussion of the play. Student Learning Outcomes: 1, 2

Assigned Reading: Play script.
Assessment Methods: Informal class discussion evaluation.
WEEK 3
Unit of Instruction: III. & IV. The Director’s Concept: Questions and Answers. The artistic director meets with the technical team to provide his/her creative concept, providing direction and answering student questions. Creation of a Production Calendar.
Student Learning Outcomes: 2, 6, 7
Assigned Reading: Begin researching other productions of the play, reviews, historical context (if applicable), playwright, etc.
Assessment Methods: Informal class discussion evaluation. Concept papers.
WEEK 4
Unit of Instruction: V. Designer’s Concepts and Design Presentations
Student Learning Outcomes: 1, 2
Assigned Reading: Readings from the textbook and/or applicable sections of the Theatre
Manual.
Assessment Methods: Forms graded for accuracy and completeness of detail. Informal class discussion evaluation.
WEEK 5
Unit of Instruction: VI. Production Analysis. Individual designers complete production analysis form, identifying production needs not only in their areas, but in all the technical areas. Class discussion.
Student Learning Outcomes: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6
Assigned Reading: Readings from the textbook and/or applicable sections of the Theatre
Manual, production research as needed.
Assessment Methods: Concept Papers evaluation.
WEEKS 6 - 10
Unit of Instruction: VII. Prepare Production. Students work on assigned production areas to meet production calendar deadlines: attend blocking session, light design, hanging and focusing, building cues; gathering or creating sound effects, music; preparing for run-throughs; building or pulling costumes, gathering measurements, fitting, altering, caring for costumes, wigs, makeup, etc.; finding and/or making stage props, ordering and purchasing materials, building and painting as required; designing and building the set, painting as required; creating the necessary paperwork- budgets, cue sheets, lighting instruments, channel hookups, records of borrowed items, purchasing receipts; publicity releases, program creation, promotion, front of the house preparation – lobby display, ushers, tickets, etc.

Assessment Methods: Evaluation based on Production Assessment Rubric, timeliness of task completion, attendance at weekly meetings, quality and completion of paperwork.

WEEK 11
Unit of Instruction: VIII. Contributions to the Production Book. All paperwork is presented for inclusion in the Production Book, maintained by the Stage Manager. Students attend paper tech where lighting, sound, and other technical cues are recorded on the play scripts. Scene change tech, if applicable. Prop tables organized and maintained.

Assigned Reading: Readings from the textbook and/or applicable sections of the Theatre
Manual, production research as needed.
Assessment Methods: Concept Papers evaluated.
WEEK 12
Unit of Instruction: IX. Technical Rehearsals. Stage manager runs the rehearsals, calls the show, oversees prop table and presets. Costumer maintains costumes. Sound and light technicians rehearse sound, music, light for performance rehearsals, making adjustments as suggested by the director. Set designers dress the set. Run crew changes the scenes.

Assessment Methods: Evaluation by Production Assessment Rubric.

WEEKS 13 & 14
Unit of Instruction: X. Performances. Ten performances in a two-week run.
Student Learning Outcomes: 6, 10
Assessment Methods: Evaluation by Production Assessment Rubric. Reflective Essay.

WEEK 15
Unit of Instruction: XI. Striking the Set. All borrowed or rental items returned; costumes cleaned and stored; set dismantled and stored; projection booth cleaned and ordered; lighting cables removed and stored as required; publicity photos and posters taken down; house picked up and cleaned; stage swept; costume and prop rooms returned to order; dressing rooms cleaned.
