DESCRIPTION OF COURSE This course is an introduction to laboratory animal medicine and management, including basic husbandry, common diseases, and treatment protocols for various laboratory animal species, pocket pets, avian and exotic species. The student will learn the scientific names and primary use of common laboratory animals and will practice restraint, sexing, appropriate methods of venipuncture, administration of medications, and anesthetic techniques.

(1) Describe and recognize the normal physical parameters.
(2) Demonstrate proficiency in restraint and handling.

(5) Describe and recognize common diseases.
(6) Demonstrate proficiency in anesthesia techniques.
(7) Describe and explain animal husbandry management. 
(8) Describe and explain the functions of the USDA, FDA, and other regulatory bodies.
