DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course is a continuation of Clinical Application I designed for the student to practice skills and techniques commonly used in small animal veterinary practices.   

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
This course is a continuation of Clinical Application I designed for the student to practice skills and techniques commonly used in small animal veterinary practices.  After successful completion of this course the student will be able to 

· describe and perform patient preparation and positioning for blood collection from peripheral veins
· perform jugular, cephalic and saphenous venipuncture in the cat and dog
· describe radiation safety issues and perform methods for reducing exposure to scatter 
· perform proper positioning, labelingl and setting the x-ray unit for abdomnal, thoracic and extremity radiographs in the dog and total body radiographs in the cat
· identify the indications for, materials used and perform a Barium Series and Double Contrast Cystogram on a dog
· develop a balanced anesthestic plan and perform induction, intubation, maintenance and monitoring of a dog under general anesthesia
· describe the methods for urine collection 
· perform urinary catherization in a male dog 
· discuss the advantages and disadvantages urinary catherization
· perform digital dental radiography on models
· utilize the terminology used for listing the location, direction and number of teeth when charting the oral cavity
· utilize dental instruments on model mouths
· perform dental instrument care
· perform an aseptic surgical preparation for abdominal surgery
· perform an aseptic surgical preparation for limb surgery
· identify commonly used instrumentation in veterinary surgery
· demonstrate how  to clean, pack and sterilize surgical instruments
· prepare surgical gowns, packs, and drapes
· demonstrate preparing for and donning surgical attire

An Absence is defined as not attending lab or arriving after animal care is completed. 	2.   Student must achieve 70% score on the Final Exam 143 out of 205 points

3. Participation / Preparedness = 240 points.  (12 labs – 20 points each) The student must demonstrate satisfactory participation and preparation for the class.  The student must achieve 192 of 240 points (80 %). 

4. 	Practical Skills Test = 100 points.  The student must demonstrate technical aptitude.  The student must achieve 90 of 100 points (90 %) on the techniques portion of the laboratory.

B:	The student must achieve the minimum expected performance criteria in each of the three categories to pass the course.  The categories ARE NOT averaged together.

SPECIAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS
	
	APPROPRIATE ATTIRE:
Students are required to wear scrubs.  Columbus State scrub top is preferred for this lab. Appropriate footwear is also mandatory for safety (i.e. open toed shoes, high heels or sandals are not permitted).  Exposed body piercings that are which may get snagged by animals, are not permitted.  Fingernail length should not extend more than ¼ inch beyond the tip of your finger.  Hair length that is beyond shoulder length should be pulled back into ponytail.  Long sleeved shirts are not to be worn at the surgical prep station.  Come prepared to work.  Dress clothes are inappropriate.  Clothes may get dirty or stained.  Clothes that are unprofessional will not be tolerated.  Failure to adhere to this dress code is grounds for dismissal from lab.

Each student will wear a name tag / identification in lab and a radiology badge in the radiology section(s).  

Because anesthetic agents and radiation are used in this lab, remember that these can be harmful effects including dangers to an unborn fetus.  If a student is / or becomes pregnant during the duration of this course and chooses to disclose this medical condition, please contact the program coordinator, Dr. Erin Kelly Snyder
