DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course explores the legal and ethical issues related to euthanasia of animals, including the pharmaceutical action and regulations for use of euthanasia drugs. Species differences that determine euthanasia methods and other special considerations related to euthanasia of large animals are explained. Special topics in veterinary medicine and client communication are addressed.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
After completion of this course, the student will be able to:
· Discuss the legal and ethical issues related to euthanasia in animals, identify the commonly used euthanasia drugs and acceptable methods for animal death.

· Discuss species differences and special considerations about euthanasia of large animals and describe the factors that owners consider when making decisions regarding euthanasia and body care of their pet.

· Explain the special considerations necessary for euthanasia appointments and preparing for unexpected events during the euthanasia process.   

· Prepare a clinical case study suitable for presentation as a veterinary technician professional.
