DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course explores the role of the veterinary technician in the field of veterinary medicine and the community. Laws, regulations and ethics that govern the practice of veterinary medicine and veterinary technology credentialing in Ohio are addressed. Course content from across the curriculum will be reviewed in preparation for the Veterinary Technician National Examination.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
After completion of this course, the student will be able to:
· List members of the veterinary health care team.  List the roles and responsibilities of the veterinary technician in a variety of clinical settings.  

· List the recognized veterinary technician specialty academies recognized by NAVTA and describe the general purpose for obtaining a VTS credential.  

· Describe the basic principles of business management and marketing necessary for the successful operation of veterinary practices, including the appropriate use of medical records.

· Create and log drugs in a controlled substance log

· Name the laws and regulations that govern the practice of veterinary medicine.  Describe the components of the Ohio veterinary Practice Act that pertain to veterinary technicians.  

· Discuss ethics in the veterinary community and current veterinary topics.

· Describe requirements for credentialing of veterinary technicians in Ohio.

Effectively communicate preventative medicine, treatment protocols, dental health, and medical and surgical procedures to veterinary clients.
